SNOW REMOVAL:  Our snow removal contractor promises we have top priority and will be the first customer/subdivision serviced.  Please make sure vehicles, etc. are not in or near the street when snow is predicted so there is nothing blocking the path of snow removal equipment. 
LOAN CLOSINGS – VERIFICATION OF DUES PAID:  If you are selling your house, closing agents can verify annual dues have been paid by calling Ken Wheat at (502) 396-6870 or email at kwheat97@aol.com.  Ken is responsible for all the billing and collections for BHHCA. 
TALL GRASS:  Complaints have been made about homeowners not trimming the grass in ditches and behind their fences.  This is a violation of our community rules and Jefferson County Ordinance.  Tall grass and weeds can attract unwanted critters and disease carrying pests.  Please have these areas trimmed ASAP to avoid it being reported to Jefferson County for enforcement.  Jefferson County has the authority to issue citations, fines and liens if necessary. 
BASKETBALL GOALS:  Basketball goals are not allowed unless the location is not visible from the street.  Section 2.5 (d) of the Brooks of Hickory Hollow Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions states:  

(d) Basketball Courts. No basketball goal shall be erected on, or attached to any structure located on, any Lot unless, the location of such goal (i) is not visible from any road or (ii) has been approved in writing by Declarant.
CHAIN LINK FENCES:  Chain link fences are not allowed per the Declaration.  Properties already identified in 2009 as having existing chain link fences may keep them as long as they remain in good condition.  If any repair is needed, the fence must be removed and cannot be repaired or replaced.  No new chain link fences are allowed under any circumstances.  
NO SOLICITING:  We have “no soliciting” signs at all 4 entrances to our subdivision.  Kindly remind solicitors of our policy and call LMPD at 574-2111 if you encounter any problems/concerns with solicitors. 
SUSPICIOUS OR CRIMINAL ACTIVITY:  Please call LMPD at 574-2111 to report any suspicious or criminal activity.  This helps LMPD know if there is a pattern of activity and where to provide more police presence.  Fortunately, we have not heard of any problems in our area lately.  
COMMUNITY RULES:
· Lawn Maintenance - All properties must be maintained in a neat and attractive manner.  Please keep lawns mowed & edged - including ditches, behind fences, sidewalks and street curbs.  

· Parking - Vehicles are to be parked in driveways or garages, not the street or grass. Street parking is ONLY for temporary guests or workers IF there is no room in your driveway.  Our streets aren’t wide enough for parking and doing so can create a hazard for Police, Fire, EMS and your neighbors.  

· Recreation & Other Vehicles - Boats, trailers, campers, motor homes, commercial trucks, jet skis, etc. are not allowed in our community unless kept in a closed garage.  

· Pets - Always pick up after your pets while on walks.  It’s the law!
· Creeks & Ditches - It’s illegal to put anything in the creeks or ditches.  

COMPLAINTS:  Please be aware, Board Members do not patrol the neighborhood looking for violations.  We rely on homeowners to report violations because those living nearby are in the best position to know if it is ongoing or a temporary situation that will be resolved quickly.  When contacting the board, please have the homeowner’s address and specific details about the violation.  All complaints are kept confidential.  If you receive a violation letter, it means the board received a complaint from another homeowner.  You can email the board at AskTheBoard@bhhca.org.
Jefferson County Ordinance Violations - please contact Louisville Metro Call at 311 or www.louisvilleky.gov/MetroCall or LMPD at 574-2111.  Ordinance violations include:

· Grass or weeds taller than 10 inches.  (Metro Call)
· Vehicles, boats, trailers, RVs parked on the grass.  (Metro Call)
· Vehicle parked on the street for 24 hours or more.  (LMPD)

· Vehicles blocking the sidewalk.  (LMPD)
FAQs:
1. How do I get a street light fixed?  We rely on the homeowners living near the street light to report it to LG&E.  We pay a flat rate per light whether the light works or not and repairs are included at no extra charge.  Please call LG&E at 589-1444 and give them the address of the home next to the light.  
2. How do I get information about the community or contact a board member?  The best source of information is the community website – www.bhhca.org.  Board member contact info is listed on the website or you can email us at AskTheBoard@bhhca.org.  
3. Where can I find the deed restrictions and community rules?  They are recorded in the public records of Jefferson County and also on our website listed above.  The document is called the Brooks of Hickory Hollow Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions. 
4. When do we have to pay annual dues?  The invoices go out the beginning of March and must be paid no later than April 30th each year.  There is a discount for paying early by March 31th.
5. Why do we pay annual dues?  Dues are necessary to pay for streetlights, snow removal, dues billing, stamps, supplies, collections, repairs/maintenance of the front entrance, signs, landscaping, website, P.O. Box, etc.  We review the budget and expenses at the annual meeting in August and encourage everyone to attend.
