· Properly dispose of yard waste - not in the creek, ditches or street.

3. What do annual dues pay for?  Street lights, snow removal, dues billing, stamps, supplies, collections, repairs/maintenance of the front entrance, signs, landscaping, yard sale ad, website, P.O. Box, community social, etc.
